BYLAWS 
STRAWBERRY BAPTIST ASSOCIATION 

 
ARTICLE I:  NAME 

 

This body shall be called the Strawberry Baptist Association, hereinafter 
referred to as the Association. 
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ARTICLE II:  OBJECTIVES  
 

The objectives of the Association shall be: 
A.   To touch every person within reach of the churches with the gospel of 

Jesus Christ; 
B.   To stimulate greater fellowship, spiritual growth, and unity of New 

Testament belief and practice among the churches; 
C.   To assist the churches in strengthening their programs of stewardship, 

evangelism, missions, and Christian education; 
D.   To provide the churches with information concerning the programs of 

the Baptist General Association of Virginia, the Southern Baptist 
Convention, and the Baptist World Alliance; and 

E.    To provide the churches a channel through which they may engage 
cooperatively in programs or projects which they cannot adequately 
support individually. 

 

ARTICLE III:  MEMBERSHIP 
 

Section 1.  Eligibility for membership in the Association shall be to churches 
which: 

A.   Follow the New Testament teachings of salvation by grace and 
believer's baptism by immersion; and 

B.   Cooperate with the Association by: 
       (1)  Contributing financially to the work of the Association; 
       (2)  Returning to the Association an Annual Church Profile; and 
       (3)  Participating in the business of the Association at least to the extent of 

        messenger representation at the annual meetings of the Association. 
 
 

 

Section 2.  Voting Privileges at regular or called meetings of the Association 
shall be extended to: 

A.   Four messengers elected from each member church; 
B.   One additional messenger for each $500 budget contribution up to 

$2,000; one additional messenger for each $1,000 budget contribution 
between $2,000 and $6,000; and one additional messenger for each 
$2,000 budget contribution over $6,000. 

C.   Officers of the Association 
 

All messengers must be members of the Strawberry Baptist Association church 
which they represent. 
 

Section 3.  Procedures for Reception of Non-member Churches to full 
membership in the Association shall be the following: 

A.   The church shall submit to the Missions Development Committee a 
written request for membership in the Association. 

B.   The Missions Development Committee shall investigate in order to 
determine if it is the intention of the church to comply with the 
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conditions of membership in the Association.  When and if the 
Missions Development Committee is satisfied with the church's 
eligibility according to Section 1 of this Article, it will so advise the 
Executive Board with a recommendation that the church be accepted 
for membership in the Association. 

C.    The Executive Board may or may not deem it necessary to conduct its 
own investigation of the church in order to satisfy itself as to the 
church's intention to comply with the conditions of membership in the 
Association.  When and if the Executive Board is so satisfied, it shall at 
an annual meeting of the Association recommend reception of the 
church into full membership. 

D.    A non-member church may be admitted to full membership in the 
Association by a favorable three-fourths majority vote of the eligible 
messengers present and voting at an annual meeting of the Association, 
provided that at least one (1) annual meeting shall have been held since 
the church submitted its original request for membership. 

 

Section 4.  Termination of Relationship between the Association and member 
churches shall be accomplished by: 

A.    A written request of the church to the Association; or 
B.    Non-compliance, over a period of two consecutive years, with any of the 

conditions of membership outlined in Section 1 of this Article.  After the first 
year of non-compliance, the Executive Board or its representatives shall 
consult with the church and/or its elected leaders seeking explanation and 
advising the church of the termination of relationship that will result if 
compliance is not forthcoming.  If the church continues to choose not to 
comply with the conditions of membership, the Executive Board shall so 
report at the next annual meeting of the Association at the close of which the 
relationship between the church and the Association shall automatically be 
terminated.  After having had its relationship with the Association terminated 
for any reason, any church which subsequently wishes to be reinstated 
to full membership in the Association may be considered for 
reinstatement as would any non-member church according to the 
provisions in Section 3 of this Article. 

 

ARTICLE IV:  MEETINGS  
 

The Association shall meet annually during the month of October for the 
transaction of its business.  Whenever possible, the annual meeting shall 
correspond to the schedule of associational meetings suggested by the Baptist 
General Association of Virginia.  The officers may call meetings at other times.  
At least two weeks in advance of any special meeting, written notification of the 
meeting shall be given, by means of first-class mail, to all members of the 
Executive Board.  The notice shall indicate the time, place, and purpose of the 
meeting, at which meeting no unrelated matters of business may be considered.  
A quorum shall consist of the eligible messengers present at any regular or 
called meeting of the Association.  Nominations may be made from the floor for 
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any associational office except for paid staff positions.  No paid associational 
employees shall be elected except at a regular or called meeting of the Association. 
 

ARTICLE V:  OFFICERS AND DUTIES  
 

Section 1.  Moderator 
A.   Election shall be at the annual meeting of the Association, after 

nomination by the Nominating Committee or from the floor, with the 
term beginning at the close of the meeting. 

B.   Term shall be one year and limited to two successive terms. 
C.   Duties shall be to preside at the meetings of the Association and at the 

meetings of the Executive Board.  The moderator shall be a member of all 
committees and councils of the Association and shall appoint, subject to 
ratification by the Executive Board or by the Association, those committees 
not otherwise provided for in these Bylaws.   

 

Section 2.  Vice-moderator 
A.   Election shall be at the annual meeting of the Association, after 

nomination by the Nominating Committee or from the floor, with the 
term beginning at the close of the meeting. 

B.   Term shall be one year and limited to two successive terms. 
C.   Duties shall be to assume the duties of the moderator in his/her absence 

or incapacity to serve. 
 

Section 3.  Clerk  
A.   Election shall be at the annual meeting of the Association, after 

nomination by the Nominating Committee or from the floor, with the 
term beginning at the close of the meeting. 

B.   Term shall be one-year, with unlimited successive terms. 
C.   Duties shall be to keep an accurate record of all proceedings of the 

Association and Executive Board and to perform other duties normally 
required of a clerk or requested by the Association. 

 

Section 4.  Treasurer  
A.   Election shall be at the annual meeting of the Association, after 

nomination by the Nominating Committee or from the floor, with the 
term beginning at the close of the meeting. 

B.   Term shall be one year, with unlimited successive terms. 
C.   Duties include receiving, depositing in a commercial bank, and disbursing 

all current funds according to the adopted budget or special action of the 
Association and in compliance with the provisions in Article X, Section 5,D, 
of these Bylaws.  He/She shall make quarterly reports to the Executive Board 
and an annual report to the Association.  The treasurer may authorize the 
administrative assistant to receive and deposit funds of the Association and to 
sign checks for the routine business of the Association.  Both the treasurer 
and the administrative assistant shall be bonded and insured at the expense of 
the Association.  The amount of the bond shall be not less than fifty thousand 
dollars ($50,000).  The Treasurer shall be an ex officio member of the 
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Budget Committee. 
 

Section 5.  Representative(s) to the Virginia Baptist Mission Board and  
other Baptist entities 

A.    Election shall be at the annual meeting, after nomination by the 
Nominating Committee or from the floor.  Nominations shall be in 
accordance with the requirements of the particular Baptist entity. 

B.    Term shall be according to the requirements of the particular Baptist 
entity. 

C.    Duties include those required by the particular Baptist entity.  
Representatives shall report to the annual meeting and to the Executive 
Board such matters as may be of interest and concern to the Association. 

 

ARTICLE VI:  DIRECTOR OF MISSIONS AND MINISTRIES 
 

Section 1.  Election shall be at an annual or called meeting of the Association upon 
the recommendation of a special search committee.  A favorable three-fourths majority 
of messengers present and voting shall be required to elect the candidate. 
 

Section 2.  Tenure shall end: 
A.    At the end of the month following his/her seventieth birthday; 
B.    By resignation or retirement with not less than thirty days' notice; or 
C.    By a three-fourths majority vote of the messengers present and voting 

at a called meeting of the Association.  Consideration of the dismissal 
of the director of missions and ministries shall come only on unanimous 
recommendation of the Personnel Committee and the concurrence of a three-
fourths majority of the Executive Board at a called meeting of that body.  
Should the Association vote to dismiss the director of missions and 
ministries, he/she shall immediately be relieved of all associational 
responsibilities and shall be given ninety days' severance pay. 

 

Section 3.  Duties shall be to serve as an officer of the Association and to 
provide a ministry of resource, communication, leadership, and coordination to 
facilitate the accomplishment of the mission of the Association.  The duties shall 
be those set forth in the job description adopted by the Association.  The job 
description may be altered only upon recommendation by the Personnel 
Committee and with a favorable majority vote of those eligible messengers 
present and voting at an annual or called meeting of the Association. 

 

Section 4.  Reporting shall be to the Association through the Personnel 
Committee.  He/She shall report orally at each meeting of the Executive Board 
and shall submit a written report at each annual meeting of the Association. 

 

ARTICLE VII:  EXECUTIVE BOARD  
 

Section 1.  Composition shall be the following: 
A.    Officers of the Association; 
B.    Department directors, committee chairmen, and trustees chairman; 
C.    Pastors; and 
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D.   Two representatives elected by each member church. 
 

Section 2.  Terms shall be limited to three years, and one year must elapse from 
the expiration of the term before eligibility for another term. 
 

Section 3.  Duties shall be to conduct the business of the Association between 
its annual meetings within the limitations of these Bylaws. 
 

Section 4.  Officers of the Association shall serve as the officers of the Executive 
Board. 
 

Section 5.  The Board shall meet the third Tuesday of April .  Additional 
meetings may be called by the moderator in consultation with the other officers 
of the Association.  At least one week in advance of any special meeting, written 
notification shall be given by first-class mail to all members.  The notice shall indicate 
the time, place, and purpose of the meeting, at which meeting no unrelated matters of 
business may be considered.  A quorum shall consist of the members present at any 
regular or called meeting of the Executive Board. 

 

ARTICLE VIII:  EXECUTIVE COUNCIL  
 

Section 1.  Composition shall be the director of missions and ministries, who 
shall serve as chairman, administrative assistant, officers, and department 
directors.  Committee chairmen may be requested to meet with the Council 
when matters relating to their areas of responsibility are under consideration. 
 

Section 2.  Duties shall be to serve as a long-range planning body responsible 
for the ongoing projection of plans and activities of the Association.  Areas of 
projection shall include goals for evangelism, missions, Christian education, 
finances, Associational Emphasis Week, new programs, and such other activities  
as may be deemed necessary to accomplish the mission of the Association. 

 

Section 3.  Meetings shall be at least one week prior to Executive Board meetings. 
 

ARTICLE IX:  DIRECTORS AND CHAIRMEN 
 

Section 1.  Election shall be at the annual meeting of the Association, after 
nomination by the Nominating Committee or from the floor.  Directors and chairmen 
(except the Woman's Missionary Union Director who is elected by that organization) 
shall be presented for approval at the April meeting of the Executive Board. 
 

Section 2.  Term shall be three years, and one year must elapse from the 
expiration of the term before eligibility for reelection to the same office.  The 
term of the Woman's Missionary Union Director shall be in accordance with the 
Constitution/Bylaws of Woman's Missionary Union.   
 

Section 3.  Vacancies occurring between annual meetings of the Association 
shall be filled by the Executive Board after nomination by the Nominating 
Committee.   

 

Section 4.  Reporting shall be in written form to the annual meeting of the 
Association and as appropriate to the Executive Board. 
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Section 5.  Duties shall be to lead the assigned department or committee in 
accomplishing its purposes as set forth in Article IX.  Missions and Ministries 
Department Directors shall serve on the Executive Council. 
 

ARTICLE X:  DEPARTMENTS AND COMMITTEES 
 

Section 1.  Composition shall be members of the Executive Board who shall be 
assigned, insofar as possible, equally to committees or departments of their 
choice by the Executive Council.   
 

Section 2.  Terms shall be limited to three successive terms of one year each in a 
given department or committee.  No member shall serve concurrently on more than 
one committee or department except for those serving in an ex officio capacity. 
Section 3.  Vacancies shall be filled by the Executive Council. 
 

Section 4.  Action Plans shall be presented to the Executive Board or the 
Association prior to implementation. 
 

Section 5:  Duties: 
A.    Audit Committee shall audit the accounts of the Association at the 

close of each fiscal year and report the results in writing at the April 
Executive Board meeting.  The committee shall conduct audits at other 
times as requested by the Executive Board or the Association. 

B.    Bible Teaching/Discipleship Department shall develop a team to 
provide training for leaders and promote Bible Teaching and 
discipleship programs. 

C.    Baptist Men on Mission Department shall promote missions education 
and missions action projects among men and boys within the churches of the 
Association.  The director shall develop an adequate organization (including 
enlisting others) to help accomplish these duties.  He shall serve as an ex 
officio member of the Missions Development Department. 

D.    Budget Committee shall present a proposed budget at the July 
Executive Board meeting for information and at the annual meeting for 
adoption.  No unbudgeted expenditures shall be made without prior 
recommendation of the Budget Committee and the concurrence of the 
Association or the Executive Board. 

E.    Bylaws Committee shall make periodic reviews of the Bylaws and make 
recommendations for amendments it deems advisable.  It shall evaluate all 
written suggestions for revision or amendment and shall report its 
recommendation at the next annual meeting if possible and not later than the 
second annual meeting following the submission of proposed change.  The 
Committee shall make one of the following recommendations: 

        (1)   Recommend as submitted 
        (2)   Amend and recommend 
        (3)   Not recommend, stating reasons for action 
        The committee shall maintain an updated file of Bylaw changes.   
F.    Children/Youth Committee shall identify the special age group needs of 

children and youth, usually in grades 7-12, and coordinate activities by 
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which some of those needs might be met.  It shall serve as a resource 
committee to churches requesting its help. 

G.   Christian Life Committee shall identify civil, moral, and social issues 
which should be of concern to the churches of the Association.  It shall 
provide suggestions and leadership by which the members, individually and 
collectively, can bring Christian principles to bear on such issues. 

H.   Evangelism Department shall develop a program of evangelism that 
will advance the kingdom of Christ in the churches.  It shall inform the 
churches of, and make available, as possible, resources that enable the 
churches to better fulfill the mandate of the Lord to share the Good 
News of Jesus Christ “beginning at Jerusalem.”  It shall recommend 
plans for cooperative evangelistic goals and actions and seek to foster a 
fervent spirit of evangelism within the churches. 

I.     Media Center Committee shall manage the media resources of the 
Association, produce video and audio records of associational 
activities, and provide resources in media use to the churches. 

J.     Missions Development Department shall:    
       (1)  Develop a local and world wide missions consciousness within 

       the churches; 
       (2)  Develop and lead in such missions activities as World Missions 

       Conferences, mission rallies, mission fairs, and other mission 
       promotion activities; 

       (3)  Develop plans and lead in implementing all special mission 
       projects and/or new work undertaken by the Association; 

       (4)  Investigate requests by churches desiring financial assistance 
       from the Virginia Baptist Mission Board and/or the Southern 
       Baptist Convention North American Mission Board and make 
       appropriate recommendations; and 

       (5)  Evaluate applications of churches seeking membership in the 
       Association, according to the provisions in Article III, Section 3. 

K.   Missions Partnerships Department shall serve as liaison between the 
association, its churches, and the Virginia Baptist General Board 
Missions Partnerships office.  It shall keep the churches informed of 
partnership opportunities and assist individual churches and/or members 
who wish to participate in partnership activities.  The director shall 
serve as an ex officio member of the Missions Development Department. 

L.    Music Committee shall support the churches in music ministry through 
workshops, day camps, concerts, etc.  The chairman shall be familiar 
with church music resources and shall make them available, as 
possible, to the churches.  He/She shall direct the music for the 
meetings of the Association. 

M.   Personnel Committee shall: 
       (1)  Prepare and recommend job descriptions for all paid staff for 

       approval by the Association;  
       (2)  Make recommendations in such areas as staff needs, working 
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       days and hours, vacation and sick leave; 
        (3)   Recommend the hiring of all paid staff other than the Director of 

        Missions and Ministries (see Article VI); 
        (4)   Evaluate annually all paid staff and recommend to the Budget 

       Committee, no later than June 1 of each year, compensation 
       packages for the following fiscal year. 

N.    Program Committee shall plan the programs and secure all necessary 
personnel for the annual meetings of the Association. 

O.    Property and Grounds Committee shall have oversight of and shall be 
empowered to take necessary actions, within the limits of the budget, 
for the maintenance, operation of, and additions to the physical 
properties owned by the Association.  It shall have the authority to deal 
with emergencies that exceed the committee's budget only after 
consultation with and clearance by the Budget Committee. 

P.    Singles Committee shall identify the social and spiritual needs of the 
never-married, widowed, separated, and divorced adults in the churches 
of the Association and coordinate activities by which some of these 
needs might be met.  It shall help provide single adults with resources 
to equip them for their individual ministries. 

Q.    Stewardship Development Department shall coordinate and promote 
stewardship growth among member churches, distribute resources and 
plans for stewardship development, and assist the churches in using 
these materials.  It shall devise plans and methods for enlisting the 
churches in adequate financial support of the Association’s ministry 
and mission activities. 

R.    Vacation Bible School Department shall provide training for church 
leaders and promote VBS in the churches.  The director shall develop 
an organization (including enlisting age-level leaders) to accomplish 
this.  He/She shall be familiar with a broad range of VBS resources and 
make them available, as possible, to the churches. 

S.    Woman's Missionary Union Department shall promote Christian 
missions by training, encouraging, and providing resources for the 
Woman's Missionary Union organizations in the churches as they pray 
for and give to missions, engage in mission action and personal 
witnessing, learn about missions, and develop spiritually toward a 
missions lifestyle.  The director shall serve as an ex officio member of 
the Missions Development Department. 

 

Section 6.  Creation of New Committees may be accomplished by majority vote at 
any meeting of the Executive Board.  Such committees shall be permitted to function 
in a temporary capacity until the Association authorizes permanent status according to 
the amendment procedure provided for in Article XIV of these Bylaws. 

 

ARTICLE XI:  NOMINATING COMMITTEE  
 

Section 1.  Composition shall be nine members. 
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Section 2.  Election shall be at the annual meeting of the Association.  Two 
positions shall be filled each year by nomination of the moderator.  The third 
position shall be filled by nomination from the floor.  The committee shall elect a 
chairman from its number at its first meeting. 
 

Section 3.  Term of Office is three years. 
 

Section 4.  Vacancies occurring on the committee between annual meetings 
shall be filled from the floor of the Executive Board. 

 

Section 5.  Duties shall be to present nominations for committee chairmen, 
department directors, and officers for approval at the April meeting of the 
Executive Board and for election at the annual meeting.  The committee shall 
also make nominations for trustees when vacancies occur. 

 

ARTICLE XII:  TRUSTEES  
 

Section 1.  Composition shall be three persons, one of whom shall be elected by the 
trustees to serve as chairman. 

 

Section 2.  Election shall be at a regular or called meeting of the Association 
after nomination by the Nominating Committee. 
 

Section 3.  Term of Office shall be at their pleasure or that of the Association. 
 

Section 4.  Duties shall include legal custody of all property belonging to the 
Association.  They shall act upon officially recorded instructions of a three-fourths 
majority of the eligible messengers present and voting at any annual or called meeting.  
They shall affix their signatures to legal documents involving the sale, mortgage, 
purchase, or rental of property, or other legal documents when required. 
 

ARTICLE XIII:  PERSONNEL POLICIES  
 

Section 1.  Hiring shall be at a regular or called meeting of the Association.  Staff 
other than the director of missions and ministries shall be elected after 
recommendation by the Personnel Committee.  The director of missions and ministries 
shall be elected according to the provisions in Article VI of these Bylaws. 
 

Section 2.  Reporting by paid staff shall be to the director of missions and ministries. 
 

Section 3.  Working Conditions for paid staff shall be according to the job 
descriptions adopted by the Association after recommendation by the Personnel 
Committee. 
 

Section 4.  Tenure of staff shall be indefinite except by agreement prior to 
employment.  Staff members resigning or retiring shall give no less than 30 days 
prior notification of their intentions.  Staff members other than the director of 
missions and ministries may be dismissed by a majority vote at a called meeting 
of the Association after recommendation by the Personnel Committee.  In such 
instances the staff member shall be given one month’s salary as severance pay 
and shall immediately be relieved of all responsibilities. 

 

ARTICLE XIV:  AMENDMENTS  
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These Bylaws may be amended at any annual meeting of the Association by an 
affirmative vote of at least three-fourths of the eligible messengers present and 
voting, provided the amendment was submitted through the Bylaws Committee 
(see Article X, Section 5,E) at the previous annual meeting and the published 
minutes of the annual meeting at which the amendment was recommended give its 
exact wording.  Amendments shall become effective at the close of the annual 
meeting at which they are adopted. 

 

ARTICLE XV:  PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY  
 

In all matters not covered herein, the latest revision of Robert's Rules of Order 
shall govern.

First Session-4:00 p.m.

         3.    Special music entitled “A New Name Written Down in Glory” was 
presented by the JOYful Singers of Bedford Baptist Church. 
 
         4.    The session was called to order by Mr. Hoyt Dellis, moderator. 
 
         5.    Dr. David Henderson, pastor of Bedford Baptist Church, gave the 
welcome, scripture and prayer. 
 
         6.    Mr. Danny Overstreet, portraying Father William Harris, presented a 
history of Bedford Baptist Church. 
 
         7.    Rev. Rick Mallory introduced new ministers to the association:  Rev. 
Gary Kingery, Mountain View Baptist Church; Rev. Michael Smith, Bethel 
Baptist Church; Dr. Rick Foster, Timber Ridge Baptist Church; and Rev. John 
Boyles, intentional interim at Mentow Baptist Church. 
 
         8.    Rev. Todd Childers, pastor of Norwood Baptist Church, spoke on

This 
committee met on numerous occasions during the next three months.  The 
committee presented the following recommendation at a called meeting of the 
Executive Board held on September 30, 2008.

The Options Study Committee recommends to the SBA Executive Board that an 
associational Self-Study Team of seven Executive Board members be formed, 
consisting of four pastors and three lay people.  This Team is to be led by an 
outside Consultant independent of the two State Conventions, who cannot be 
considered as a candidate for DOM.  The purpose of this Self-Study Team is to 
"Re-Evaluate" the ministries of the SBA, to consider "Re-Structuring" of the 
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Organization within the SBA, and to "Re-Vision" for the Strawberry Baptist 
Association. 
 
This recommendation was approved by the Executive Board and was forwarded 
to the Associational Annual Meeting.

EXECUTIVE BOARD MINUTES  
Mt. Hermon Baptist Church, April 15, 2008 

 
Before the meeting began, everyone enjoyed wonderful food provided by 
members of Mt. Hermon Church.  In the absence of the Moderator, Rev. Vernon 
DeLong called the meeting to order.  Rev. Mark Flores welcomed everyone to 
Mt. Hermon.  Rev. Flores also shared scripture and a short devotion, followed 
by prayer. 
 
Steve Manuel laid a little groundwork for the meeting tonight by referring to the 
most recent SBA Newsletter which stated that the bulk of this meeting would be 
used to present about eight different options that the SBA might wish to 
consider in making future plans.  For five out of seven years, the Association has 
been running in the red.  The drop in financial and moral support from member 
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churches and pastors has been so great that we will not be able to maintain the 
Association as it is; it will be financially broke within 15 months.  No decision 
will be made tonight; options will be presented for consideration and prayer. 
 
REPORTS:         The Treasurer’s Report for January 1, 2008-March 31, 2008, 
was distributed prior to the meeting.  Following is a summary of that report 
which is on file in the Association office: 

 

 
 
 
 
 

MINISTRY PROMOTIONS: 
¨    VBS Clinic – Tentative, probably in mid-May; this will be a generic 

teaching tool. 
¨    Vermont Mission Trip, June 1-7 – will be working on Capstone Baptist 

Church, renovation of an old building.  Several from the area have already 
been there.  Can use more team members if anyone is interested in going. 

¨    Summer Music Camp, Bedford Baptist Church, July 28th-August 1st – Susan 
Batten-Bell stated they would be doing a musical entitled “O Jonah”.  This is for 
children Kindergarten thru 6th grade.  Need each church to help and get children 
there.  The final program will be on Friday night, August 1st. 

¨    CenterFest, September 27th – This will be the seventh year that the SBA has 
had a booth set up.  Encouraged folks to help with this. 

 
Steve led in prayer. 
 
Steve read the Objectives of the Association: 

A.   To touch every person within reach of the churches with the gospel of 
Jesus Christ; 

B.   To stimulate greater fellowship, spiritual growth, and unity of New 
Testament belief and practice among the churches; 

C.   To assist the churches in strengthening their programs of stewardship, 
evangelism, missions, and Christian education; 

D.   To provide the churches with information concerning the programs of 
the Baptist General Association of Virginia, the Southern Baptist 
Convention, and the Baptist World Alliance; and 

E.    To provide the churches a channel through which they may engage 
cooperatively in programs or projects which they cannot adequately 
support individually. 

 
In the past 12-15 months we’ve suffered a considerable drop in financial support 
from our churches. The dollars lost have been so significant that we are no 
longer able to support a full-time missionary, administrative assistant, office,

and ministry.  It is imperative that the Strawberry Baptist Association consider 
this disabling situation in order to come to a decision about the future. 
 
There are at least eleven options available to the churches, each with its own set 
of positive and negative results. 

 
Options for the Association 

Option 1:  Churches and pastors unreservedly commit to support the current 
full-time Associational Missionary, staff, and cooperative ministries. 
Pros: Provides the funding to allow ministry to take place. 
Cons: Demands much more from our churches and pastors than what is 
presently offered. 
Short of this: 
 
Option 2:  Seek out another missionary to whom the churches and pastors could 
confidently and unreservedly support. 
Pros: 
· Provides the funding to allow ministry to take place. 
Cons: 
· Demands much more from our churches and pastors than is presently given. 
· Requires much time and selection of study and search committees. 
· There is no guarantee that the next missionary will garner any greater support. 
 
Option 3:  Rent out some of our office space. 
Pros: 
· Provides additional income 
Cons: 
· We would lose a bit of floor space. 
· Office would not be exclusively our domain.

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Option 4:  Sell the property, invest the proceeds, and use the investment to provide 
rented office space and supplement a full-time missionary, staff, and ministries. 
Pros: 
· Provides the funding to allow ministry to take place. 
· Rented space in Bedford would save on monthly expense and still help 

maintain a centralized location. 
Cons: 
· Considerable time and energy would be required for the process to come to 

completion. 
· Depending on the financial market, the investment could come up short. 
Option 5:  Sell the property, invest the proceeds, and use the investment to 
supplement a full-time missionary, staff, and ministries.  Office space may be in 
a church and/or virtually from the homes of the staff.  Esther would have 
difficulty going virtual at her home. 
Pros: 
· Provides the funding to allow ministry to take place. 
Cons: 
· We could lose our centralized location, our touch point, or give the 

appearance of being more friendly to the host church. 
· Considerable time and energy would be required for the process to come to 

completion. 
· Depending on the financial market, the investment could come up short. 

 
Option 6:  Seek out a part-time missionary. 
Pros: 
· Frees up some funding to allow ministry to take place, providing giving 

remains at present levels. 
Cons: 
· It may be difficult to find a qualified missionary adequately trained and experienced 

in associational dynamics who is able to serve on a part-time basis. 
· The missionary may have a less flexible schedule for appointments and 

opportunities. 
· The missionary may be predisposed to a particular convention causing 

alienation, especially if he also serves as a pastor or is a member of church 
not readily accepted by another group. 

· A part-time mentality could cause churches to give even less money to the 
Association. 

 
Option 7:  Dismiss the Administrative Assistant. 
Pros: 
· Would free up money. 
Cons: 
· Day to day work would suffer greatly. 
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· Volunteer assistants may be worth about what they are paid. 
· If the DOM assumed much of this job other work would suffer. 
· Finding a DOM who is also skilled in secretarial work may be hard. 
 
Option 8:  Sell off the property and join a sister association for missionary help. 
Pros: 
· Could free up some funding to allow ministry to take place. 
Cons: 
· We would lose our identity, centralized location, and touch point. 
· Strawberry would become subservient to the established ministry and 

government of the association we join. 
· The level of personal attention would likely suffer due to geography and history. 
 
Option 9:  Fall back to where Strawberry was before a called missionary 
served; allowing volunteers, committees, and an Administrative Coordinator to 
carry the administrative/record keeping side of things.  When a missionary is 
needed, allow each church to seek out assistance from a state convention. 
Pros: 
· Frees up the funding to allow ministry to take place, providing giving does 

not fall off. 
Cons: 
· The level of ministry and communication would likely suffer. 
· We could lose our centralized location and our touch point. 
· Associational work would be further deprioritized. 
· Continuity from year to year could suffer, depending on who is in leadership. 
· Giving could decline since many would not see the need for significant 

investment. 
 
Option 10:  Dissolve the Association. 
 
Option 11:  Do nothing. 
 
Went over financial reports of the last few years.  In the Spring of 2004, we had 
a meeting regarding the financial crisis at that time.  Folks became energized 
and giving increased.  Things have changed a bit since then; some churches have 
stopped giving altogether and some decreased their giving, several churches 
have split.  Rev. DeLong presented figures comparing receipts vs. disbursements 
from 1994-2007.  Discussion followed.  Questions asked, “What are we getting 
out of the Association?”  “Why do we want to support it?”  Steve commented on 
how churches have not participated in SBA events; only four pastors 
participated during CenterFest.  Churches aren’t giving because they say the 
Association does not do anything.  On the other hand, the Association can’t do 
anything because the churches aren’t giving money to do anything with.  
Discussion continued on how the churches that are blessed can help those that 
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are struggling; share resources, etc. 
 
This is where we are—those are the options.  We may have to have a called 
meeting prior to the Associational meeting in the Fall so that something can be 
presented at the annual meeting and voted on. 
 
Attendance Report:  23 churches represented; 57 in attendance – 12 pastors, 28 
representatives, 17 visitors. 
 
Prayer Requests:  Drivers needed for Bedford Ride.  Revivals at Quaker, 
Bedford Baptist, Big Island and Diamond Hill.  Benefit Gospel Concert at 
Trinity. 
 
One of the main purposes for being here tonight is to pray.  A considerable 
amount of time was spent in prayer for the Association and other concerns.

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for DOM.  The Purpose of this Self-Study team is to “Re-Evaluate” the ministries 
of the SBA, to consider “Re-Structuring” of the Organization within the SBA and 
to “Re-Vision” for the Strawberry Baptist Association. 

        6.    A question and answer session followed the recommendation. 

        7.    Rev. Bill Mitchell called for the question and the motion was seconded 
and passed. 

        8.    The recommendation of the Options Study Committee passed.  This 
recommendation will be forwarded to the Associational Annual Meeting in October. 

        9.    The floor was opened for nominations for the Self-Study Team.  The 
following pastors were nominated:  Rev. Rick Mallory, Morgans Church; Rev. 
Vernon Delong, Trinity Church; Rev. Dennis Moore, Beaverdam Church; and 
Rev. David Timma, Quaker Church.   The following lay people were nominated:

GENERAL OFFICERS REPORTS 
 
DIRECTOR OF MISSIONS AND MINISTRIES  
The following letter, dated October 27, 2008,  was read at the Annual Meeting. 

Dear Friends, 

This day should come as no surprise to any of us.  For quite a few years we have 
sounded the urgent call to our pastors, churches, and people that Strawberry 
Baptist Association was on a collision course with a spiritual and financial crisis 
that would inevitably end the way we have been doing ministry through this 
body of churches. 

In 2000, while in the early stages of dialoging with the Search Committee, and 
later on other occasions, I was excited and shared the observation that in spite of 
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the divisive spirit across the state of Virginia and this Association that it was 
possible, with the mind of Christ, for Strawberry to not only overcome local 
differences and ministry obstacles, but to go on to great things in the name of 
Jesus to become a shining light and example to thousands of other churches 
across the Commonwealth and the country of just what is possible when we 
yield ourselves and our resources to the loving hand of God. 

Sadly, I’m afraid most of our folks never honestly bought into the concept of 
“esteeming others better than ourselves.”  An association of churches that 
chooses not to associate is an Association in name only. 

As you gather tonight for worship and business, please know that I am praying 
this very moment for the proceedings and decisions.  It is best that I excuse 
myself so you will have complete freedom to discuss Association business that 
will also include discussion regarding my ministry as Director of Missions.  I 
also recognize that whatever decisions you reach will probably not be those that 
will allow me to continue as a missionary in Bedford County.  Though that is a 
difficult result, it is the reality of where we are as a body of pastors and 
churches. 

Transition is an adventure, sometimes scary and sometimes exhilarating.  I’m 
not sure the line is always carefully marked.  We are never certain what is 
around the next bend, and leaving what we know to strike out in a new direction 
only guarantees butterflies and new experiences, some less comfortable than 
others.  Sailing the river of change we are never alone.  The Bible is full of 
stories of men and women moving from one place to another, and many of these 
were hard pressed to understand or imagine what the journey ahead would be 
like.  Countless saints have gone before and still walk along beside. 

After much struggle, prayer, and incessant wondering I have reached the conclusion 
that it is time for change.  Given the level of cooperation demonstrated by most of our 
pastors and churches these years, I can see no reason or way to continue as Director of 
Missions and Ministries of the Strawberry Baptist Association.  Please accept my 
resignation to be effective on  November 30, 2008.  To those who have made an 
effort and invited me to share in your lives, I thank you very much.  Considering the 
long history, impact, and reach of Strawberry, it is humbling to think that for a very 
brief moment I shared in and was a part of that history. 

I will long hold this stretch of the pilgrimage in my heart and mind, because it 
has been a time of learning and relationships that will help shape those things 
yet to come.  I hope that some small part of me will linger here, not for 
recognition of self, but as a testimony of how God is able to use weak and 
blemished vessels if we sincerely make ourselves available to Him. 

Thank you for your patience.  I pray God’s wisdom might be your light and His 
love your anchor as you come to terms with what He desires of the ministries of 
30 uniquely designed and equipped bodies, not yet perfect, but hopefully 
looking to the Author and source of perfection. 
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Regarding the near future, I would encourage everyone to step back and take a 
deep breath.  There is now no need to panic or make precipitate decisions because 
of finances.  I hope some here tonight will take the time to remind you of the self-
study undertaken in 1999 that was very comprehensive and made a number of 
healthy observations and recommendations.  I believe it would serve you well to 
revisit that study before launching a similar one.  What came out of that were 
values, mission, and vision that probably would not be distinct from the findings 
of a newer study.  You will find a copy of this entire study online, along with the 
1999 committee summary.  I’ve never felt you lacked an understanding of what 
needed to be done.  What has been lacking is the shared commitment to act as one 
in order to cover this region with the love of Christ. 

A very special word of appreciation is due Esther Woodford who has had a 
genuine love and concern for the life of Strawberry Baptist Association.  She has 
been a steady soul selflessly sharing her knowledge and insight into the life and 
people who make up the churches in this beautiful corner of Virginia.  Please take 
time to see she is adequately compensated for the long hours she puts into her 
ministry.  It is neither kind nor fruitful to take valuable servants for granted.

REPRESENTATIVE TO THE VIRGINIA BAPTIST MISSION BOAR D 
Dr. David Henderson 
 
“Who is My Neighbor?” was the theme of the Baptist General Association of 
Virginia meeting in Roanoke this year.  We were challenged to reach beyond our 
church doors to a world in need of a savior. 
 
One way we are reaching out to the Korean community is through our association 
with Washington Baptist University and Seminary as they train Korean pastors to 
reach the very large Korean community in the Washington, D.C., area.  Also, 
we have the privilege of reaching almost every language group in the world as 
they live right here in our own Northern Virginia and Tidewater areas of the state.  
Through English as a second language (ESL) classes and through numerous other 
mission efforts of BGAV churches we are reaching the world without ever 
leaving the Commonwealth. 
 
We are reaching out through 25 missionaries as part of our Venturer Missionary 
program.  These are people who are at transition points in their lives.  Some are 
recent college graduates who are trying to determine if God is calling them into 
full time Christian ministry.  This two year program gives them the opportunity to 
do that.  Also, we have others who are seeking God’s will for their lives who are 
recently retired, and they are trying to determine if God is calling them into full 
time ministry. 
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This year we began a new program of investing in our future Baptist leaders.  In 
our first year of a new scholarship program, BGAV churches were able to give 
104 scholarships to Virginia Baptist students who are going into the ministry or 
to students who will be future leaders in our Baptist churches.

Church History Vignette for the SBA Annual Meeting on October 27, 2008 
 

Dr. David Henderson:  At this time we will have a very special guest to bring 
us the history of Bedford Baptist––one of the first Pastors of Bedford Baptist, 
Father Harris, and I must say you are looking right fine for a 223 year old man! 

 

Father Harris:  Why thank you Brother Henderson—I hope you look this good 
when you are as old as I am!  I remember well coming to Bedford in 1814 but I 
wasn’t the first preacher.  No, that honor belongs to Nathaniel Shrewsbury who 
planted the church in 1797.  And then Isham Fuqua was called as pastor in 1798.  
You probably would have invited him to speak today but no one could pronounce his 
name.  Yes, Isham was a great church planter and started several churches in this area.  
Little Otter (that’s what this church was known as then) began with 90 members and 
while Fuqua was pastor they built a meeting house on Jackson and Bridge Streets in 
1804.  I came on the scene in 1814 and stayed and preached at Little Otter for 33 
years—the longest tenure for a pastor here.  Brother Henderson, you’ve got 20 more 
to go before you beat me!  I guess you could have called me one of those circuit 
riding preachers since I went all over the county telling others about Christ.  Besides 
Little Otter, I preached at Timber Ridge, Suck Spring, Hunting Creek, Goose Creek 
(that’s Morgans now), Quaker, New Prospect, Thaxton, and helped start several other 
churches in Bedford County. 

 

With all that church planting and preaching I guess I baptized over 3,000 folk.  
Certainly not any of you, but maybe some of your grandparents or great 
grandparents!  Wouldn’t you know after I left in 1847 they decided to build a new 
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church on East Main Street in 
1850.  They purchased a great 
big bell and put it in the tower 
to ring when calling everyone 
to worship—it’s still in the 
bell tower here today! 

After that came the Civil 
War years and there were 
part-time preachers, and 
sometimes lay people 
carried on the work of the 
church.  They started 
calling this church Liberty 
Baptist Church then—the same name as the town.  During that time the church 
had a racially mixed congregation.  Rev. James A. Davis ordained Martin 
Warwick and helped him start the First Baptist Church on Washington Street, 
with the first 66 members being from Liberty Baptist.   

 

In 1901 the Liberty Baptist Church became known as the Bedford City Baptist 
Church.  By 1924 they were busting out at the seams so they built a new church 
on East Main in the exact same spot as the old one.  A family in the church gave 
them their first pipe organ and later in 1930 the same family donated a beautiful 
stained glass window.  You’ll see the Rose Window in the fellowship hall when 
you go down to eat later.  

 

Bedford Baptist Church has hosted the Strawberry Baptist Association meeting 
many times over the last 200 years.  I know in 1930 it was a two day affair and 
we secured housing for the visiting delegates and arranged to have ice water 
available since it was held in July.  I hope you all treat the messengers as well 
today—I don’t see any ice water up here, but they do have indoor plumbing and 
a water fountain now.   

 

In 1945 the church honored the World War II veterans who were members of 
the church.  They put the names of all 109 veterans on a plaque and a star was 
placed beside the 7 who died in the war.  You can see that plaque hanging in the 
foyer opposite the picture of another fine pastor here—Dr. Harry P. Clause.  He 
was here for 14 years during the 30’s and early 40’s.  In 1947 the church 
installed the carillon bells as a permanent memorial to those church members 
who had served in the war.  They ring out every day at noon.  

 

By 1960 the church had doubled their membership of 1924, so under Dr. J.

Marshall Walker’s leadership they decided to build another church.  They sold 
the building on East Main to Kroger and purchased this property.  They began 
by building the Fellowship Hall and educational wing in 1963 and then this 
sanctuary was dedicated in 1970. 

 

Over the years I’ve seen many mission endeavors come from Bedford Baptist 
Church.  Several organizations have had their start in this church like a High 
School for girl’s which is now Runk and Pratt nursing home, the Bedford 
Community Orchestra and the Bedford Adult Day Care.   

 

In closing, I will quote Mrs. Mayme Clause’s remarks on the occasion of the 
dedication of this sanctuary:  “Bedford Baptist looks to the future.  What is past 
is prologue.  A rich heritage challenges her to meet the demands of the present 
and move forward to greater achievements for the glory of God in the future.”  
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
