A.   The church shall submit to the Missions Development Committee a 
written request for membership in the Association. 

B.    The Missions Development Committee shall investigate in order to 
determine if it is the intention of the church to comply with the 
conditions of membership in the Association.  When and if the 
Missions Development Committee is satisfied with the church's 
eligibility according to Section 1 of this Article, it will so advise the 
Executive Board with a recommendation that the church be accepted 
for membership in the Association. 

C.    The Executive Board may or may not deem it necessary to conduct its 
own investigation of the church in order to satisfy itself as to the 
church's intention to comply with the conditions of membership in the 
Association.  When and if the Executive Board is so satisfied, it shall 
at an annual meeting of the Association recommend reception of the 
church into full membership. 

D.   A non-member church may be admitted to full membership in the 
Association by a favorable three-fourths majority vote of the eligible 
messengers present and voting at an annual meeting of the Association, 
provided that at least one (1) annual meeting shall have been held 
since the church submitted its original request for membership.

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Good afternoon Ladies and Gentlemen.  I was asked to talk to you all about the 
history of Thaxton Baptist Church.  I can sure tell you things have really 
changed since I first started coming here.  
 
Back in 1856 we had a very small wooden building that was located very near 
here on what is now called Magnolia Road.  It wasn’t much, but it was a 
beginning.  We stayed there for 44 years till about 1900 when we were 
beginning to feel those growing pains.  We built a brand new building on a lot 
that was given to us by Thomas G. Newman.  This was located by the Wolf Hill 
Cemetery.  Our second building was actually quite nice.  We had two entrance 
doors.  There was one on the left for the men; one on the right for us ladies.  
We even had a stile block to help us get off our horses.  Inside the building the 
men sat on the left side of the church at the pastor’s right hand and we ladies, 
well, we were on the right side.  That was all fine and dandy for the present.  
 
Well, in 1902 we felt those growing pains again only this time it was the name 
we changed from Wolf Hill to Thaxton Baptist Church.  We stayed in this spot 
for about 13 years.  Then we moved to our present site here.  This lot was given 
to us by Dr. William Otey McCabe.  Our church cost a total of $4,124.55 for 
the entire building except for the foundation, which was built by our members.  
And of course we of the Ladies Aid Society gave the man the cement for the 
foundation.  They just can’t hold things together without us, can they?  
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Throughout the years we have improved the looks of the church by adding this 
and that.  For instance in 1922, we added the vestibule to the front and we 
finally convinced the men that we all need to go through one door instead of 
two.  But it took until the 1950s before we convinced the men that we need to 
be seated with our families instead of being separated.  Again, we continued to 
grow until on October 10, 1948, when we got the news about the fire that had 
broken out at the church just before Sunday school.  The total damages were in 
the range of $12-$14,000.  This did not deter us from having Sunday services 
in the church yard till Mr. Hugh Patterson so graciously donated his canning 
factory for our services.  Because of the damage to the church building we 
decided on tearing down the old building and building another one, this one of 
brick, at a cost of $48,674.48.  The contract was given to Mr. George M. 
Overstreet.  Our brand new church was finished on May 26, 1949, and in 5 
years 3 months we had the church building paid in full.  In January of 1954 we 
had a note burning ceremony to celebrate, with Dr. Cline Vice as a speaker.  
 
As pastors came and went we went through another growth spurt. That was 
when we added the educational wing in 1974.  Then in 2005 there was talk of 
expanding again.  Well you see the result of that.  We held our first service on 
December 7, 2008.  
 
Throughout the years, we have had many, many baptisms.  In the early 1900s 
we held them in Dr. William McCabe’s ice pond when the weather was nice, of 
course.  And his wife was even so kind to pin little rocks in the hems of our 
dresses to keep us ladies decent.  Well as you can see, things have changed.  
We have had baptismal pools under the pulpit, behind it, and now here.  
 
Out church has participated in many mission projects throughout the years and 
is still very active in missions.  In September 1956, we held a centennial 
celebration and in September of 2006 we had our 150th anniversary with lots of 
friends and family together again.  We continue to grow in many ways.  Let us 
continue to grow and plant many mustard seeds wherever you may go.  
 
I thank you for listening to an old woman’s reminiscing of the past.  I would 
like to leave you with these words:  Let us continue to carry on the works of 
Jesus Christ.  Go out into the world and minister to the needy, wash someone’s 
feet in the name of Jesus Christ.
