A.   The church shall submit to the Missions Development Committee a 
written request for membership in the Association. 

B.   The Missions Development Committee shall investigate in order to 
determine if it is the intention of the church to comply with the 
conditions of membership in the Association.  When and if the 
Missions Development Committee is satisfied with the church's 
eligibility according to Section 1 of this Article, it will so advise the 
Executive Board with a recommendation that the church be accepted 
for membership in the Association. 

C.   The Executive Board may or may not deem it necessary to conduct its 
own investigation of the church in order to satisfy itself as to the 
church's intention to comply with the conditions of membership in the 
Association.  When and if the Executive Board is so satisfied, it shall 
at an annual meeting of the Association recommend reception of the 
church into full membership.

Thank you for allowing me to represent Strawberry Association at the Virginia 
Baptist Mission Board for the past six years.  Through the VBMB we are doing 
so many ministries that it is an overwhelming task to try to sum them up in this 
brief report.  The Board is about doing the mission of Jesus wherever that may 
take us.  During my term we found that the call is to do the mission here in 
Virginia and in doing the mission here we are called to reach out to do the 
mission in other parts of the world. 

Churches from several states and several foreign countries have now joined with 
Virginia Baptists.  Others have joined us in partnerships to do specific tasks.  We 
have learned that we do not need to “reinvent the wheel” when it comes to reaching 
people in new places.  Often we can work with groups or individuals who share the 
same passion for doing Kingdom work that are already in place.  Through these 
partnerships we can do more and not have to invest as many mission dollars.   

The Board continues to serve through its five divisions or teams.  The 
Courageous Churches team deals with reaching people for Christ, planting 
churches, training leaders, and finding creative ideas in our churches that 
others can use in ministry.  The Emerging Leaders Team works with preschool and 
children’s ministries, youth ministries, college and young adults, adults, and 
senior adults, as well as administering scholarships for future Virginia Baptist 
leaders.  The Empowering Leaders Team assists with deacon ministry training, 
minister matching services, pastoral and staff transitions, and stewardship

At the Annual Meeting of the Strawberry Baptist Association in October 2008, 
the Association voted to form a Self-Study Team to determine where God was 
leading us as an association of churches.  The Self-Study Team consisting of 
four pastors, three lay people, and a consultant has been working diligently on 
this for the past two years, spending between 60-90 hours together.  We 
developed a new Vision, which was approved by the Association at its Annual 
meeting in October 2009. 

We now present a proposed new StructureStructureStructureStructure.  Similar to churches, the 
Association was committed-based, meaning we needed quite a few committees 
to keep everything running.  The old committee structure was failing because of 
lack of interest and lack of participation.  The proposed new StructureStructureStructureStructure is 
Network-based, meaning we propose an association of churches networking 
together to accomplish the purpose God has set for us.  Think of churches 
working hand-in-hand, communicating and coordinating with each other, 
doing missions and ministry together, carrying out the Great Commission.

Revision Committee was formed to revise our existing Bylaws according to the 
proposed new StructureStructureStructureStructure.  The Constitution and Bylaws Revision Committee 
wrote a new ConstitutionConstitutionConstitutionConstitution and revised the current Bylaws, since we only had 
Bylaws, but no Constitution.  The    proposed ConstitutionConstitutionConstitutionConstitution says who we are as 
an Association.  It is supposed to remain consistent and should not change from 
year to year, so we made it more difficult to change.  We included our Core 
Values, things we can all agree on, to strengthen our unity, and revised 
Membership requirements to give us a sense of accountability.
